	Additional Information:
	The Wyoming Department of Environmental Quality has included portions of Crow Creek on its 303(d) for water quality impairments including fecal coliform and ammonia.  As Crow Creek flows through Cheyenne it is channelized until it reaches a private ranch near an oil refinery.  Within Cheyenne, brown trout have been stocked into Crow Creek to provide an urban stream fishery.  Survival of these stocked fish has been questionable, while the stream does support several native, non-game fish species.
